\documentclass{sintefprojectmemo}
\title{My Memo}
\begin{document}
\frontmatter
Hello world!
\end{document}

Use \frontmatter to set up the front page, history page and table of contents, and \backmatter to set
up the back cover.

Setting a title with \title is necessary. You can also set the author(s) with \author and the date (which
defaults to today’s) with \date.

Commands to set up the remaining fields will be default to a tip á la “Set this with \command{}”.
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
